TRR is surrounded by Pike National Forest 

and the Lost Creek Wilderness, both of which 
offer a variety of trails and vistas, ideal for 
hiking and horseback riding. Enjoy staff led 
hikes or rides curated by our expert horse 
wranglers. The Tarryall River runs through the 
property and provides excellent opportunities 
for fly fishing. 

In operation since the mid 1900’s, Tarryall feels 
remote despite its location just 65 miles west 
of Colorado Springs and 100 miles southwest 
of Denver. 

Natural beauty, combined with our full-service 
facilities and mission focused staff, provides 
the idyllic setting for a respite or retreat.

Scholarship guests pay a non-refundable deposit as a 
commitment to their stay. This fee covers up to 6 nights for the 
applicant and their immediate family and includes lodging, meals,  
and amenities.
